At the original deadline, I didn't have much in the way of submissions, but after some chasing
and nagging, I got 57 - including all teams from the top four divisions. Most deadline misses
this season has been from the bottom division, so...

Since it's summer, next deadline will be the last one before mid or late August. The exact
deadline after next will be shown, obviously, in the next issue. Next deadline now is Friday
in a bit over than a week.

Lower Tadfield Apocalypse is still ahead in the Premiership with 28 points. Mishima Zaibatsu
and Les Gaulois are closest with 23 and 21. Flaaklypa remain outrun with 3 points, whereas
Sheffield Thursday claimed another and have 7 now. Camarilla Divided have the last relegation
spot with 12, with two teams not too far ahead. Luckiest so far is Brazil Star Conquerors, but
not by much anymore.

Two points behind lurk Feyenoord and Tamriel Athletic; the
former with superior goal difference to all other top contenders. Huddersfield Town is just
one point behind these two and by no means out of the race for promotion; or the South Keys
title, for that matter. Lokomotiv RS in all likelihood relegated themselves this week by
losing to their closest competition Dispelliarmus FC - now having 3 points to their 8.
Huddersfield Town remain luckiest of South Keys, whereas Pohang Steelers remain unluckiest.
Luckiest of all is Saturday Morning FC, followed by AZ and Wizards of Oz. Pohang Steelers is
still unluckiest of all, and still followed by First Men of Rome and Dead Dino Storage.
