14. GM's ramble

One manager did not submit orders this issue.

After losing their first point, Mishima Zaibatsu still lead the Premiership. Erkrath Gladiators 
in second are only one point behind, while Blue Revolution in third are two points behind. All 
these, and Twin Peaks Owls in fourth, are all unbeaten so far this season, and it already looks 
like the medals might come down to these four teams. In the relegation race, the Ages have two 
points and Potato People have four points, while Fjortoft's Friends, FC Asskickers and Kremlin 
all have five.
